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Parking update. 

Thank you to everyone who are making a huge effort with the parking situation at the school.  Parking, 
like many schools, is an issue as schools are designed for the number of students they can cram into 
the buildings, but no thought on the design of vehicle flow around the streets. 

We are working very closely with the East Gippsland Shire on ways to improve the safety aspect and 
traffic flow on School Road.  Improved lines and designated ’Kiss and Drop’ zones helps make the          
situation clearer for parents and community members. 

There are also  a number of local understandings that help ease the congestion problems, especially in 
the afternoon shift: 

· The Bus zone must be kept clear for the school bus, MARC van and Shire library bus.  However, 
common sense dictates that the congestion issue will get worse if we keep the front of the school 
clear, until 3:50pm.  We have negotiated with the Shire and vehicles may park in the Bus 
Zone, after the school bus has departed, in the afternoon. 

· The ‘Kiss and Drop’ zone is clearly marked, outside the double gates near the basketball court.  
During the morning and afternoon drop off and pick up times, cars can only 
stay long enough to drop off or pick up kids.  The yellow zone marking the 
driveway is part of the ‘Kiss and Drop’ zone and can be used by parents for 
this reason. 

· If parents have to park on the opposite side of the school, they should walk 
across the road to pick up their children.

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Dental Screenings at Swan Reach Primary School  
31st October & 1 st November 2017 
 
Dear Parents and Children, 
 
On 31st October and 1st November 2017, Swan Reach PS participated in a dental screening program aimed at the early 
identification of dental problems, provides a direct pathway for children to receive free dental care and provides support 
for parents.  
 
So how did Swan Reach PS students rate? … 
 

61.60% of children consented to the screening 
6.15% of the children screened require immediate dental care 
27.7% of the children screened require fillings and/or other preventative care 
66.15% of the children screened require a dental check up and/ or preventative care  

 
The prep student’s also participated in an oral health education session where we discussed why dental health is      
important, shown how to effectively and safely clean their mouths and discussed some confusing message about 
which foods and safe to eat and when to eat them.   
 
Andrea Bradley from Oral Health Outreach said she “saw a significant improvement in the children since visiting the 
school in 2015 and strongly encourages a preventative approach to dental health”.  
 
Andrea reminds parents that the screening does not replace a formal clinical dental examination and taking children for 
their first dental visit by age 3, and then every 12 months ongoing i.e. before there is a problem, often results in a more 
positive experience both children and parents.  
 
Each child screened has been given a letter to take home to their parents/guardians, which advises their child dental 
health status, what happens next and support in preventative care.  
 
Free dental care is available to all children under the age of 13 years. To make a dental appointment, please phone
